If the outside of the carton box has been
damaged, inform your shipper immediately.

Claims

Description of the device

Features

The Xi MKII series is a loudspeaker range for fixed audio installations. The series uses a Celestion HF Driver
which extensively enhances the sound performance of the unit. The Xi MKIl offers versatile installation
possibilities: optional U-shape brackets, screw threads for the use of flying eyes or wall mount brackets.
The cabinets are finished with a scratch-resistant paint and a MagTag metal grill, which can be easily
detached without any tools.

The Xi-5 MKIl and Xi-6 MKII are 16-Ohm units, capable of accommodating larger installations. The Xi-8 MKII
and Xi-10 MKII have rotatable horns, which allows both horizontal and vertical movement. The high-
powered subwoofer has an ultra-compact design, making it suitable for every location. The optional slim
line wall bracket allows to fit it to a wall. The Xi MKIl series meets today’s standards and is applicable for a
wide variety of indoor venues, such as: restaurants, cafes, clubs, health centers, theme parks, hospitality
areas and others where an outstanding sound quality and a compact high pressure level speakers are
required.

Maintenance

The DAP Audio Xi-28 MKII requires almost no maintenance. However, you should keep the unit clean.
Disconnect the mains power supply, and then wipe the cover with a damp cloth. Do not immerse in
liguid. Do not use alcohol or solvents.

Keep connections clean. Disconnect electric power, and then wipe the audio connections with a damp
cloth. Make sure connections are thoroughly dry before linking equipment or supplying electric power.

Troubleshooting

No Sound

Always check if all the cables and cords are connected. Always turn off power to the area before
checking the wires, to prevent electric shock.

If everything works properly and there is still no sound, revisit the manufacturer’s instructions to make sure
they were followed during installation. If everything was installed correctly and there is still no sound, you
may want to consider bringing in a professional to take a look at your speaker.

If the speakers do not operate properly, refer servicing to a technician.

Suspect two potential problem areas as: the power supply and the speakers.

01) Power supply. Check if the unit is plugged into an appropriate power supply.

02) The speakers. Return the Xi-28 MKIl o your DAP Audio dealer.

03) If both appear to be O K., plug the unit in again.

04) If you are unable to determine the cause of the problem, do not open the Xi-28 MKII, as this may
damage the unit and the warranty will become void.

05) Return the device to your DAP Audio dealer.

Sound Warping

If the sound coming out of your speaker is loud enough, but seems to be warped or distorted, your freble
or bass levels may need to be adjusted.

If there are not many pieces of furniture in the room and the floor has no carpet or rug, then you will most
likely have to set your treble to minus. With very little in the room to absorb the sound, too much treble
can make the sound bounce off of fixtures in the room, making it finny sounding.

With the bass, if the speaker is too close to a wall and is not aimed properly, then you will need to set the
bass fo minus, to stop the low tones from bouncing off of the walls or large pieces of furniture.
